From Northern Virginia and Washington, DC:

From DC Beltway take the Dulles Toll Road exit, west.

Continue onto the Loudoun County Greenway (65mph here)

Follow Greenway to end and exit onto Route 7 west. (stay in left lane)

Follow Route 7 west and take first Round Hill exit.

In Round Hill turn right by the gas station and diner onto Main Street.

Follow Main Street out of Round Hill. Main Street will now change to Woodgrove Road.

Follow Woodgrove Road until you pass over a one lane bridge. 

After crossing the bridge turn left onto Appalachian Trail Road. (This is a gravel road)

Follow Appalachian Trail Road to sign stating “End of State Maintenance”.

Turn right onto a dirt road and follow around until you reach a three way split. 

Take the center road, cross wooden bridge and follow road between two fields.

At end of fields the road enters the woods and starts to climb.

Come on up the mountain staying on the dirt road following signs for Blackburn.

The road ends at the Trail Center

Parking at the top of the drive next to the house is reserved for the caretakers and for groups using the Trail Center. All other visitors should use the trailhead parking lots by the chimney or by the gate. We appreciate your cooperation.  

NOTE: The road is steep in places but in good condition.

From Baltimore, Frederick MD and Pennsylvania:

Take I-70 to Frederick, MD

Exit onto US Highway 340 west.

Follow US 340 west, cross Potomac River and at traffic light by gas station turn left onto Harpers Ferry Road.

Follow Harpers Ferry Road to where it ends at Charlestown Pike, US Highway 9.

Turn left on Charlestown Pike. Pass horse farm on your right, go down hill and at bottom of hill turn right onto Cider Mill Road.

Follow Cider Mill Road around until you see Woodgrove Road on your right.

Turn right onto Woodgrove Road and follow until you see Appalachian Trail Road on your right.

Turn right onto Appalachian Trail Road and follow directions above.
